The ear li est trib utes to moth ers date back to the an nual 
spring fes ti val the Greeks ded i cated to Rhea, the
mother of many de i ties, and to the of fer ings an cient
Romans made to their Great Mother of Gods, Cybele.
Chris tians cel e brated this fes ti val on the fourth
Sunday in Lent in honor of Mary, mother of Christ. In
Eng land this hol i day was ex panded to in clude all
moth ers and was called Moth er ing Sunday. 

In the United States, Mother’s Day started nearly 150
years ago, when Anna Jarvis, an Ap pa la chian home -
maker, or ga nized a day to raise aware ness of poor
health con di tions in her com mu nity, a cause she be -
lieved would be best ad vo cated by moth ers. She called 
it Mother’s Work Day. 

Fif teen years later, Julia Ward Howe, a Boston poet,
pac i fist, suf fra gist and au thor of the lyr ics to the “Bat -
tle Hymn of the Re pub lic,” or ga nized a day en cour ag -
ing moth ers to rally for peace, since she be lieved they
bore the loss of hu man life more harshly than any one
else.
